1. The BSMD Patient Education Video Prize is open to any undergraduate medical student and foundation doctor studying or working at a university or hospital in the UK or Ireland.
2. If entering as part of a group, all entrants must be UK/Irish medical students, or foundation doctors.

3. One entry per person/group
4. The first prize is a Medical Dermatology Textbook. At the discretion of the BSMD Committee, a limited number of the highest quality entries may be offered the chance for a credited video on the official BSMD YouTube channel, on the condition that the BSMD may specify further edits to content prior to uploading.
5. Videos must be the applicant’s own work and be on a subject relating to Medical Dermatology aimed at patients or their carers, focusing on understanding the condition or help with an aspect of treatment.
6. Essays must not exceed 5 minutes in total. The video must be in mp4 format. Videos must not use any patient confidential images/videos without their written consent and use of any copyrighted material needs to be appropriately referenced. Videos are not marked anonymously, so please include your name(s).
7. Applicants must submit a completed application form (including a 300-word personal statement of how they would like to see their career develop), video (mp4 format), CV (maximum 2 sides of A4), and a student status letter from your medical school (if applicable).
